Who is eligible for the Grand Prix Award? 

• Any US Pony Club member who is eligible to compete at the USPC Eastern Championships 2009 
at the Preliminary Level 

• Eligible members must have 2 preliminary qualifying scores within 11 months preceding the 
closing date of the 2009 Eventing Championships.  At least one of these competitions must have 
no cross country jumping penalties, with the other having  no more than 20 cross country jumping 
penalties at either a USPC qualifying Eventing Rally and/or USEA/USEF event(s) 

• A qualified C-3 or up member in good standing who has been recommended by their RS 
• A qualified C-2, recommended by their RS, with an  approved Eventing Exemption Request  

What is the Grand Prix Award? 
• The award is a trip to Ireland for the winning Preliminary Level team (4 riders and stable 

manager) at Eastern Championships 2009, Lexington, VA.
